Veterans Need Assessment

We met with the Director of Volunteers and a Director of Nursing at the Bay Pines VA to determine their needs. 

Veterans Needs 
1) Sample size toiletries – Your stash from hotel visits would be most appreciated. 

2) Gently used Afgans (knitted or crocheted) that you would like to donate.

3) Lap quilts approximately 36” X 48”
      Colors requested: Male oriented, generic, patriotic, and a few female colors.

4) Privacy Bags – These bags help Veterans protect their dignity by covering their urine bag, so is not visible.           They are very easy to make. 
5)   We would appreciate a donation stash material. We plan to cut up kits for easy assembly of quilts & privacy bags.  


Privacy Bag  Instructions
Time Requirements: approximately 10-15 minutes per bag. 

Materials: Kits with material, cords, and instructions are available. As an alternative, you can choose to use your own material and we will supply the cords and instructions. Just let us know which you prefer. 
· Use the cut piece of material approximately 13” X 26”;
· Measure and mark off three (3) inches from both short (13”) ends – these will be the 2 top edges;
· Fold the material wrong sides together – The size will now be 13” X 13”;
· Sew both side seams together – stopping 3” from the top (use a 1/8” seam);
· Turn the sewn material inside out – Now, the right sides will be together; 

· Sew both side seams together – stopping 3” from the top (use a 1/4” seam) – this is a French seam;
· Turn the sewn material right sides out;

· Turn under the top side edge about ¼ inch, iron down;

· Turn approximately 1 – 1 ¼ inch of the top edge under and sew the flap down. Repeat on the other flap. This will make a fairly wide channel for the cord to be placed through both top flaps;

· Insert the first cord through the left side and go all the away around both flaps, coming out the left side;

· Insert the second cord through the right side and go all the away around both flaps, coming out the right side;

· You will now have a cord coming out of both the right and left side;

· Tie a knot in both cords about 2-3” from each end;  

· Your bag is now finished; 

· Please return the privacy bag in the Ziplock bag, so it can be reused.
