Get ready for a great day of sewing fun!  

This year’s Mystery Quilt Day (MQD) is 
scheduled for Saturday, April 10th at 
Crossroads Baptist Church in Palm Harbor.  

Our theme for the day is “Waste Not, Want 
Not”, so it’s all about using up what you’ve 
got.  After that big clue I’m sure you 

figured out that this year we’re making a 
scrappy quilt.  So, gather up all your piles 
of scraps that you’ve been saving and 
come join us on MQD to transform them 

into a really fun and good-looking quilt. 
 
Here’s what you’ll need along with pre 

cutting instructions: 
 
1 yard muslin, wash before cutting 

cut (11) 10 ½” square blocks 
 
1 ¾ yards medium-dark focus fabric  

cut (10)  3”x16” strips and bring all 

the fabric 
 

light fabrics 10” square or larger 

cut (10) 10” squares 
 
2 yards assorted dark fabrics  

cut strips 1”-2 ½” x 16” 
 
 
 

 

 

Not the Mystery Quilt…just something pretty! 

 

 
3 yards backing 
 

½ yard binding 
cut (6) 2 ¼ x 42” strips or make it scrappy 
 

The fabric requirements are for a 45”x 54” quilt. 
 
Want a scrappier look?  Bring fabric to trade. 
The more you bring the more you can trade.
