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Types of Quilts

Cathedral Window Quilt-A particular quilt block that makes use of fabric folding to reveal an
inner window of a different fabric.

Celtic Quilting-Intricately designed quilts using thin, bias strips in the form of the Celfic.
(pronounced Keltic).

Channel Quilting- Stitching on the finished quilt in parallel lines. Lines may be diagonal,
vertical or horizontal and are usually evenly spaced.

Charm Quilt-A quilt made up of "block" units that are all the same shape/size but all different
fabrics. The pieces are generally small (less than 5", but most commonly 2" or less) and are
common themes for fabric swaps.

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Baked Pineapple Casserole

This recipe is an oldie from a good friend of mine. | thought it was wierd when | heard the
ingredients. It is so yummy! Enjoy.

2 lg cans pineapple chunks in juice, drained
1 cup sugar

6 Tablespoons flour

2 cups sharp shredded cheese

1 sleeve Ritz or Club type crackers, crushed
1 stick butter, melted

Mix pineapple, sugar, flour and cheese in large bowl. Spray or grease a baking dish to
prevent sticking. (I use alarge round, shallow quiche pan) Pour the pineapple mixture into
the baking dish. Top with crushed crackers and drizzle butter over the crackers.

Bake at 400 degrees for 20 minutes.
